School day timings

The school day in Reception starts at 8:45am and finishes at 3:15pm. Nursery starts at 8:45am and finishes at
11:45am for morning children and 3:15pm if your child stays all day. Please ensure that your child is on time for
school as we start our learning straight away and arriving late can make children feel unsettled.

Nursery children should be dropped off and collected from the EYFS outdoor area. Please support your child to
come into school independently.

Staff are always available to chat about your child but mornings can be a very busy time so (if possible) please
try to catch staff at the end of the school day. If you would like to discuss things more privately with a
member of staff, please contact the school office and either a phone call or meeting can be arranged.

Reading
b Reception children will be bringing their reading books home on a Monday and Thursday. Please

- . ensure that you read with your child AT LEAST FIVE TIMES A WEEK. This is so important to
% your child's progress. Reading books will come home every Monday and need fo be brought back into

school every Thursday. Once you have shared the book, please write a comment about your child's
reading in their reading diary to help them become a High 5 Reader. A new reading book will then be given out
to be returned again the following Monday.

Nursery and Reception children will be bringing home a school library book that they have chosen themselves;
please share this book at home, talking about the story (plot and characters) as well as looking at the
illustrations. Library books will be changed every Monday.

Please note, library books / reading books will only be renewed if the previous book has been returned to school.

We will be hosting a phonics meeting for Reception Class Parents in the Autumn term. More information to
follow.

A Homework Challenge sheet will be sent home for Reception children, which is full of fun and practical
challenges to complete at home and they can be returned to school at any point in the term.




Curriculum

Reception

Autumn 1 - We are focusing on the topics: All about me, Changes (How I've grown),
Healthy Food and People who help us. Some of the texts we will use to support our
learning are: The Gruffalo, We're Going on a Bear Hunt and Supertato.

Autumn 2 - We are focusing on the topics: Seasons (Autumn & Winter), Light and Dark, Diwali and Christmas.
Some of the texts we will use to support our learning are: Funny Bones, Owl Babies and Jesus's Christmas Party.

Nursery
In the first part Autumn term we will be finding out about ourselves in the topic 'All About Me' - how we look,

how we feel and how we have changed. An ongoing focus throughout the year is to observe the different
seasons; we will explore the changes that happen in our environment with a particular focus on plants and
animals. This term we will learn about Autumn and Winter. Lots of the provision in our learning environment is
based on stories and nursery rhymes. Our stories this term will be; 'Goldilocks and The Three bears, "The Magic
Porridge Pot' and ‘Cinderella. Our class rhyme will be ‘Miss Polly had a Dolly' and 'Baa Baa Black Sheep.’

In the second part of the Autumn Term as we move into Winter, we will explore light and dark. We will find out
about festivals and celebrations including Diwali and Christmas. Our books will be 'The Enormous Turnip’ and
‘The Little Red Hen." We will look closely at some rhymes as a class focus, including - ‘Twinkle, Twinkle, Little
Star’ and 'One, Two, Buckle my Shoe.

We will also send home a weekly rhyme for you to share and learn with your child. Learning rhymes is an
important part of language development for young children.

Outdoor activities and PE:

Outdoor activities and PE - EYFS will have Forest School every Friday morning - please ensure that your child is
wearing suitable clothing for the weather.

As learning outside continues to be an essential part of the EYFS curriculum, we access our outside areas daily,
so please ensure that named waterproof coat and trousers (or an all-in-one) and a pair of wellies are left in
school at all times.

Reception will have a PE lesson on a Thursday. Please send your child to school wearing their PE kit on this day.
If the weather is nice, we will be outside for the lesson. Please ensure that trainers have Velcro fastenings
(unless your child is able to tie their own shoe laces).




Marvellous Me

Some of you will be aware that in school we use a communication platform called Marvellous
ME. This allows us to send brief updates in the form of messages or 'badges’ about your
child. Please make sure that you are signed up to Marvellous Me and have installed the app
on your phone. This is a super way of sharing great work your child has done at school.

Tapestry

Tapestry is used in school to record the children's daily achievements. These are shared with

you through the app and there are always lots of photos for you to enjoy talking about with ¥+ A

your child. It is a brilliant way for you to keep up to date with what your child has been Ww W
